THIS FOLLOWING STATEMENT IS OFFERED BY ANTHONY LYMBURN>>>On the  5TH NOVEMBER 1991   after we had returned from the Auckland Central Police Station where they had refused to allow us to make a complaint I took the car registration number of the 1973 Yellow- Cortina GY919 ,which the Police called me a liar and  said did not exist, and I paid for the New Zealand Post office to track the owner through vehicle registration in Palmerton North.

It came back that it was registered to:  

GREGORY BRICE FACHE
8 DICKEY STREET
NEW WINDSOR AUCKLAND.

This was the car that I had been assaulted over  trying to record the number of ,and the car that was driven  that morning to visit 81 Moa Road, by the blonde woman who laid her hands on my mother trying to push her. We had some indication her name may have been Lynn.
Saturday  9th November 1991 I phoned a number in the phone directory under Mrs Fache and she turned out to be Gregory’s Step-grandmother.
I told her the events of Tuesday and she was horrified and said it did not sound like Gregory’s girlfriend in the car and suggested that I go to   Helen Clark for help as she thought the situation mum and I was in was a  desperate one, and I should seek higher support and she thought it warranted the attention of the member of Parliament. 

We agreed that the car must have changed hands as we both seemed to be on the same wave length as  decent people and we  could not understand why the Police were behaving this way over the matter. She gave me Gregory’s mother’s name Mrs Colleen MUIR and her husband Robbie AK 445 3092 of 36 Old Lake Road TAKAPUNA. Also she gave me Gregory’s grandmother’s name Mrs Olderman AK 486 3725 of 42 Alderwood Road Takapuna. I decided to phone Mrs Muir and ask Gregory about the car. The mother said he did not live at home.

She said he had sold the car in question and her son was not on the phone. She said she would check it all out and phone my mothers number to give her details of the new owner. Mum received a call from Gregory Fache.

Mum discussed the situation of the yellow car and woman driver and the assault. Gregory told her that the man who was threatening to kill us was called GARY CHATTERTON and that he was a dangerous drug criminal and had been in prison for violence. He said he was on heroin all the time and if  he came around  we should get out of his way and call the Police. He was out on bail because he had gotten into a drug argument and stabbed a guy 5 times. Gregory said that he owed Chatterton some money and that Chatterton took his car for payment. He said that the woman driving was a drug courier and that was what they were using the car for.He said that his High School brothers were also taking marijuana. He said don’t tell his mother. He said the car came from the Panel Beaters at the back of the Ponsonby  Police Station. We consulted with a Private Detective who advised us to go to Media Services in Balmoral and get copies of Chatterton’s Convictions. On a later occasion my mother rang his mother again and she said not to call again

That she was busy on her way to golf and that she would not live where My mother  was living
